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『Design, deployment and commissioning of the Simons Array experiment』 

 

The Simons Array experiment is a cosmic microwave background (CMB) 

Experiment which located on the Atacama Plateau in Chile (5200m altitude). 

We are aiming at observing the polarization of CMB, especially at B-mode 

polarization, because it leads to information about cosmic of inflation, and 

mass of the neutrino. etc. 

Two of total three receivers were already deployed to the site at Atacama, 

and the first light was achieved in year 2019 by observing radiation from 

planets. 

Currently, commissioning work is underway to start the science observations. 

The physics of CMB, design of the instrument, and the status of 

commissioning work are presented herein. 
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
